Vouchers were posted out by Football Federation Victoria (FFV) on May 21 and can be redeemed at KFC (in the past the FFV has used a sporting chain to distribute balls but there were not enough shops spread across Victoria to make it easy for everyone to redeem their gift).

Big Building Bonanza Begins

Protective fences are up around the clubrooms and $350,000 worth of work is underway on our building refurbishment and extension. We have been waiting a long time for all the pieces of the puzzle to fall into place, and have held off until we could get the best possible outcome for our club.

Players can use the Chewton swimming pool change rooms (replete with hot water provided by the Shire Council) throughout the construction period. The 

kiosk will remain open in the usual spot, serving all the old favourites as well as new vegetarian and gluten-free fare. Thanks to everyone who helped relocate all the club’s goods and chattels into the shipping container and other storage areas for the duration of the building work.

The History

The funds for the project have slowly been accumulated and were kicked off with a Department of Sustainability and Environment grant.

The Castlemaine Goldfields Football Club was approached by Mount Alexander Shire Council and invited to investigate the use of this money for the refurbishment of the George Archer Pavilion. The existing pavilion was structurally sound but did not cater for the current and future needs of a sporting club.

The soccer club has a large number of females of all ages and any refurbishment works needed to incorporate facilities for them, as well as the males. It was quickly realised that to renovate the existing facility to provide for girls as well as boys would mean the loss of the current storage and kitchen area. Therefore, a larger project was investigated.

The club put a lot of work into the next funding application, supporting Council to receive another $60,000 from the State Government as well as Council adding additional funds to the project. Club parents Richard and Michelle Black from Times Two Architects designed a professional application and plan that assisted Council to gain the grant. 

The Club also set about raising additional funds for our club contribution - approximately 10% of the total cost. We also applied for and received assistance from the F.P Carpenter Trust, the Grassroots Football Facilities Fund, Castlemaine Rotary and the Castlemaine Lions Club.

Even when the project reached this stage, the final design took quite a while. A local architect, who was working with Robert Toon Architects in Bendigo, was the responsible architect for the project. After considerable design consultations, the final concept was established. The limitations of the site with sloping ground in front and behind, the old Park school building, public toilets and some large, significant trees all added to the challenge. 

Council then engaged a Quantity Surveyor in order to receive accurate figures for the project. In the meantime, soil tests were undertaken as well.

It was established that even more finances would be needed to ensure the project could be completed with both stages being undertaken together (Stage 1 was the refurbishment of the George Archer Pavilion and Stage 2 was the new building).

An application to the Federal Government under their stimulus package grants was successful with Council providing matching funds for the second stage.  After tenders were received, 2 of the 3 were under budget and ADM Structures was awarded the contract.

The project will see the George Archer Pavilion basically unchanged from the outside. All doors and windows will remain in place and internally there will be 4 change rooms (male and female rooms for both home and away teams). Each will have 2 new showers and one toilet and hand basin. There will also be new referee facilities and a universal access toilet. A small room with an external door has been allocated to the Chewton Football Club memorabilia, so all the footy gear can be kept on site and accessible to the community. The kiosk will remain where it is.

The new 12m x 6 m building at the front will not join the George Archer. The breezeway will remain through the middle of the two buildings. This new room will provide north-facing windows overlooking the grounds for spectators, as well as a club space. It will contain a small referee office, a club office and provision for a kitchen area. Underneath there will be ground level storage areas with roller doors so all equipment can be stored at ground level, providing easier access.

While these designs were being finalised, the club also received grants for the addition of solar panels to the new building. Rainwater will be collected into existing tanks that are already used for the grounds and for toilet flushing.

Overall, we feel we have maximized the benefits for our club and feel we have achieved the best possible outcome within the budget constraints.
